In case that this Committee has not reached a decision about 
the acceptance by the closing date for the bursary scheme, the bursary application shall 
be submitted by the closing date with a corresponding note. 

 
• A bursary will be withdrawn in the event of a paper for presentation being rejected.  

 
• The application form must be accompanied by a short supporting letter from the student 

indicating why they should receive this award. 
 

• The application form and supporting letter shall be emailed to the address given on the 
form by the deadline stated. 

 
• ISAP will withhold the bursaries if no suitable applicants are forthcoming.  

 
• The applicant must immediately notify ISAP if he/she is unable to attend the event for 

which a bursary has been requested.  
 

• The bursary will be given in person to the successful applicant(s) at the 9th International 
Conference on Archaeological Prospection 2011 in Izmir. The bursary is not transferable 
to another conference.
